What will happen during “Cross Street LIVE”?

CSL is virtue driven to emphasize what we do on Sunday morning in Cross Street. A specific virtue will be highlighted each month. The meaning of the virtue is taught through examples from the Bible and a drama portraying the “CSL Kids” in a real life situation. There will also be a fun time of interactive worship. At CSL, families learn why God says the virtue is so important and how it can make a real difference in how we live our lives.

Older children are also welcome to attend and sit with their parents. Since it is designed for our elementary age kids, they will have special reserved seating in the front of the theater!
Can my child come to “Cross Street LIVE” without a parent?


NO! A parent must accompany their child to CSL. Hey, that's the whole purpose!! “Cross Street LIVE” is designed as a shared experience for families, so parent attendance is mandatory.

What is the difference in “Cross Street” & “Cross Street LIVE”?
“Cross Street” is a time on Sunday morning where kids meet in small groups with other kids their age and connect with a small group leader. “Cross Street LIVE” is for kids AND parents. Because parents have more influence and time with their kids, we believe that what happens at home is much more important than what happens at church.
